PRESENTATIONS

Overview of Data reflecting the state of the creative economy (arts and culture) - Susan Pentecost presented results for the Albuquerque Metro Area, then more specifically for Rio Rancho for Creative Albuquerque’s “Albuquerque 2012 – The State of the Creative Economy.”  Susan has many years experience consulting fo r the public sector (Federal, State and local governments) as well as corporations.  For this project she analyzed the cultural studies of various areas of the metro-region for Creative ABQ (The Culture Count Task Force).  
This was part of three national cultural data initiatives:

1) Arts and Economic Prosperity IV – where “Art is Business” and should be embraced as supporting economic development.

2) Creative Vitality Index – done for each county in the United States, using 70 measures.  Susan focused on Bernalillo County but pulled some of the data for Sandoval County for her presentation to the RRAC tonight.

3) Local Arts Index

Susan then described and reviewed what the studies were for, what their outcome was – the story it told for our area.  The indicators for the metro region were very good – so why are other communities with te same profile doing so much better than us?  She discussed what could contribute to that, starting with the community’s commitment to art and thinking – and committing outside of the box.  The group then generally discussed the Sandoval County area, the results of the study and how it related to Rio Rancho. *Note Kristi McFarlin left after the presentation due to illness.

2. Website Subcommittee

Subcommittee members had yet to convene.  They have ideas and will bring something to the next meeting.  They will also decide who will lead their subcommittee.
DISCUSSION AND DELIBERATION

1. Preparation of the Commission’s Report to the Governing Body – Subcommittee report and additional Commission feedback or preparation of actual presentation:  Daniel Chamberlain
Daniel said that the subcommittee, consisting of himself, Timothy and Kristi will meet now that they have seen Susan Pentacost’s presentation on the value of art in a community and to economic development.  
The group discussed how this message could be shared in beyond the City Council in order to create more supporters.  The group thought it would be important to have Susan present the information to the Council and other target audiences – herself.   Jay, Joe and others said that would be too long for a regular Council meeting and the group should think of holding a special presentation by Susan with the RRAC, RRAA, City Council, the art community, Business members, the Office of Economic Development and the Chamber of Commerce.

NEED FOR A SPECIAL PRESENTATION BY SUSAN PENTECOST TO KEY TARGET GROUPS TO PRODUCE SUPPORT FOR ART AS BEING BENEFICIAL TO ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Paula Scott made a motion to ask the Office of Economic Development and Chamber of Commerce to sponsor a special presentation by the Culture Count Task Force, including Susan Pentecost, for the City Council, Business leaders, the art community and the community at large.  Joe McDonnell seconded.

2. Policy and Procedure Template Document Development – Including Draft Exhibiting Artist’s Agreement – Daniel Chamberlain:  
Daniel presented a handout of the final draft of the document for discussion.  He provided the document to the Commissioners prior to the meeting.  
RECOMMENDATION TO APPROVE THE EXHIBITING ARTIST’S AGREEMENT AS IT AND SUBMIT IT TO THE CITY ATTORNEY FOR REVIEW AND APPROVAL:  Jaymes Dudding made a motion to approve.  Joe McDonnell seconded.  There was no additional discussion.

3. Review of Subcommittee Status and New Subcommittee Assignments – Daniel Chamberlain
Daniel presented a list he had generated of closed, open and new subcommittees for the RRAC members to discuss.  *Note – Doug Ring had to leave the meeting before the vote on this item.
APPROVAL TO CLOSE SUBCOMMITTEES THAT HAVE COMPLETED THEIR TASKS, KEEP ACTIVE THOSE WITH ONGOING TASKS, AND CREATE THREE NEW SUBCOMMITTEES:  Paula Scott made a motion to:  Close the HP AIPP Site Selection, Exhibit Policy and Film Festival Subcommittees; Keep active the Gateway Outreach, City Council Presentation, Website , Policy and Community Arts Awards Subcommittees; and create the RRAA liason position – assigned to Paula Scott, and Exhibits Outreach Subcommittees.  Joe McDonnell seconded.

The group discussed how Paula would be a direct liason with the Kiwanis and RRAA for the RRAC, how the Exhibits Outreach would contact artists and reviw their submissions (Jaymes will Chair, and Tim will also be on the subcommittee).  The group decided to table creating the Endorsement Outreach Subcommittee at this time, but did discuss what it would do.  This subcommittee would start providing outreach to the rest of the community – the subcommittee will decide who that includes and how the RRAC will do that.  Jay felt that the City is deficient in communicating what the RRAC is doing and needs support for the RRAC – ie. The City needs a staff person dedicated to this who can support the RRAC in implementing much of the tasks the RRAC has identified.   Tim said he supports the idea of a City staff person, but in his experience, in the majority of communities the outreach and tasks would become the burden/responsibility of the local non-profit art association.

Paula told the group about the Rio Rancho High Schools – senior art show.  Paula initiated contacts with teachers who are working on finalizing the dates, refreshments etcetera.  The date for the event is during the 2nd and 3rd weeks of April.
Daniel asked everyone to  think about how they may want to contribute to the Commission or if they really want to work on something, but may not have had a chance to do so yet, and let him know.
