4.1 Housing

The growth of Rio Rancho's housing reflects a community established as an affordable housing
development within a metropolitan region. Rio Rancho’s housing is dominated by single-family homes
constructed over the course of the last two decades (Table 4.59 — Rio Rancho Demographic & Housing
Characteristics: 2000). In the previous eleven years, single family homes have been built in excess of
multi-family housing by a ratio of over 5:1. Multi-family housing comprises 15% of the total housing stock

constructed over the course of the last eleven years as noted in Table 4.111 & Chart 4.11 below..

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In 2001, the City of Rio Rancho became the recipient of a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
resulting from the City's growth having achieved a population threshold of 50,000 persons. The receipt of
formula funds from the United States Housing & Urban Development Department (HUD) is on an
entitiement basis supported by the creation and adoption of the City's CDBG Consolidated Plan. The Plan
is effective for fiscal years 2001 through 2003 and contains a current needs and housing assessment
identifying facilities or services from which the community’s low- to moderate-income residents would
benefit.

The Plan’s assessment revealed the City's current quality and quantity of its housing stock. The quality of
housing in Rio Rancho is described as generally in good condition. However, it did identify some areas of
deterioration characterized by a high number of active code enforcement cases in the vicinity, based on
areas defined by Rio Rancho census blocks. Zoning code violations were researched fo distinguish those
areas of the City that were most likely to contain housing in need of some repair. Consequently, four
subdivisions received the highest number of code violations that correlated with the highest concentration
of deteriorated single-family homes. Those subdivisions included Unit 7, Unit 8, Star Heights, and Vista
Hills. The most concentrated areas of deterioration were located in Star Heights where a number of the
dwelling units were considered to be in substandard condition (housing that require significant
repairs/replacement of all parts of the structure, are fire damaged, or contain significant code violations.)

The original developed area of the City consists of older residential stock and contains the highest
percentage of substandard dwelling units within the City. The survey suggests that cost burden, which is
the percentage of housing costs to household income, overcrowding and substandard housing conditions
are present in Rio Rancho but, comprise a very small percentage of the entire housing stock within the City.

The City’s single family residential stock includes a small percentage of manufactured homes as illustrated
in Table 4.112 - Manufactured Housing. City ordinances regulate the construction of single-family
residential homes and typically require a roof overhang, width comparable to a doublewide unit, a garage,
landscaping, and placement on a permanent foundation.
