The City of Rio Rancho, like most rapidly growing cities of the Southwest, has to address obstacles
associated with providing adequate services, infrastructure, and public facilities to match its population
growth. As a result, Rio Rancho has evolved from a small retirement community into the fourth largest city
in the state with a growing employment base, an increasing resident work force, and a high proportion of
young families with school age children, as well as a significant senior citizen population. These factors are
making increasing demands on the existing community services, and public facilities, and must be taken
into account when planning for the future growth of a city in which the population is expected to double in
20 years.

The City’s chief mechanism for planning and funding its capital improvement program is the Infrastructure
Capital Improvement Plan (ICIP). The FY 2002 ICIP contains 73 projects totaling over $140 million, but
only $83 million of these project costs have an identified funding source. Facility and master plans
developed by City Departments provide the basis for the ICIP projects, which are submitted fo the Capital
Improvements Plan Citizen’s Advisory Committee (CIPCAC) for review prior to the adoption by the
Governing Body. :

Given this lack of funding, many of the ICIP projects never progress past the planning stage and are simply
resubmitted annually by the sponsor department. The existing capital inventory can be divided into three
categories: public facilities, DPS facilities, and Parks & Recreation facilities. City Hall, Meadowlark Senior
Center, Esther Bone Memorial Library, and the Motor Vehicle office are in the public facilities category
(Map 4.91 - Rio Rancho Community Facilities & Table 4.91 below).
