Transportation Principle: Establish a long-range transportation network of sufficient capacity to meet
local and regional circulation needs while providing a balanced circulation system with opportunities for all
forms of transportation including mass transportation and other altematives to automobile travel (Map 5.31).

Transportation & Circulation Policy -
Create the development of an integrated multi-modal transportation system that optimizes the efficient
movement of people and goods.

ACTIONS:
1.)General:

Design a road network and multi-modal transportation network that promotes and
accommodates the City's preferred land use scenario.

Determine available funding mechanisms to implement future transportation network.

Work toward an expanded network of routes to facilitate future growth and development.
Widen existing north-south & east-west arterials to increase roadway capacity while
considering multi-modal transportation alternatives.

Designate an arterial street network that generally conforms to a one-mile grid pattern of
continuous and connected arterials with collector system at %2 mile intervals to support the
arterial system.

Seek to maintain an acceptable Level of Service (LOS) on all collectors and arterial
roadways.

2.) Regional:

Coordinate public transportation planning and transportation interconnectivity with adjacent
jurisdictions such as: Sandoval County, Town of Bemalillo, Bernalillo County, City of
Albuquerque, Village of Corrales and the Pueblos of Sandia & Santa Ana.

Consider high capacity transportation networks and inteligent transportation systems
when planning public transportation.

Coordinate transportation planning and engineering consistent with state and federal
guidelines where appropriate.

With the input of other governmental jurisdictions, the City should provide sufficient access
and adequate land use controls for any aviation facilities within the metropolitan planning
area.

3.) Design & Technical:

Require all large-scale land development proposals (community-scale and above) to
provide a comprehensive Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA) prior to plan approval.

Develop and maintain a citywide Vision 2020 TIA to evaluate the City’s transportation
network as developed in accordance with the Vision 2020-ICP. The TIA should include the
following procedures:
