6.0 Implementation

The City of Rio Rancho’s Vision 2020-Integrated Comprehensive Plan recommends an assortment of
measures necessary to implement the plan including proposing new state legislation, revising existing
plans, codes and regulations, and evaluating projects in accordance with the Principles, Policies and
Actions of the plan. The Vision 2020-ICP implementation programs will be developed further once the
Vision 2020-ICP is approved and adopted

Implementation Principle: The Vision 2020-Integrated Comprehensive Plan is a “living, breathing
document” used by the City’s policy-makers to realize the future of the City of Rio Rancho.

Implementation Policy - Assure that the Vision 2020-ICP is adopted, utilized in the decision-making
process, and kept up to date with periodic review and revisions.

ACTIONS: By the Department of Administration & City Development Department:

1.) Prepare, approve and implement programs, plans and processes as necessary to
implement the Vision 2020-ICP.

2.) Amend the City's existing plans, codes, and regulations in accordance with the Vision
2020-ICP Principles, Policies and Actions.

3.) Prepare an annual plan status report to the Planning and Zoning Commission and
Governing Body to monitor the progress and implementation of the Vision 2020-ICP.

4)) Consider amendments, revisions, additions or deletions to the Vision 2020-ICP on a
quarterly basis for the first year following adoption of said comprehensive plan.

5.) Prepare a 3-year timeline & work plan for Vision 2020-ICP review, monitoring, evaluation,
and amendment procedures.

6.) Prepare recommendations for state enabling legislation to implement land use proposals
such as transfer of development rights (TDR's), antiquated platting resolution measures,
local, regional & state water issues, and comprehensive planning reform.

7.) Create a Land Use Development Code (LUDC) to consolidate land use planning, zoning &
development codes and regulations into one graphically oriented resource. Include within
the LUDC building and design criteria as well as other general physical development
guidelines and processes.

8.) Create formal, internal policies and procedures for the purpose of formalizing and
analyzing the City's land use development review process as a critical component of the
implementation of the Vision 2020-ICP.

9.) Prepare recommendations on land use planning, zoning and development related issues
to the various boards, commissions, committees, Governing Body and Administration in
accordance with the Vision 2020-ICP Principles, Policies and Actions.
